PROGRAM: Carol Shama invited each of us to
help “Write a New Chapter” for the Wood
Library. She shared the legacy of this historic
community resource which has grown to now
serve 200,000 people per year! The need for the
$4M expansion project that is now underway
was evident when Carol spoke about the vast
number of community members it serves, both as
a library and meeting place for several clubs,
groups, businesses and institutions. She even
mentioned the new proposed- meeting room as a
possible place for Rotary’s morning meetings as
it would have as separate entrance from the main
library allowing access when the Library is
closed. = Carol shared that even with time
restrictions that are now imposed on computer
usage, lines still form of people waiting to get
online. More computers in both the main and
children’s libraries are included in the expansion
plan as are a new lobby and more seating areas
as they are very limited right now. The library is
now up to $2.6M of the $4M required to
complete the expansion. Donations are both
needed and appreciated for this worthwhile
project!
